COLOR THEORY

The Color Wheel does not exist in nature
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It’s actually white light that has been Refracted through a Prism(
Creating the Visible Spectrum(
This is then wrapped around into a circle(
The Value Scale shows relative lightness and Darkness If its Neutral, it will run from white through grays to black, all of which are Neutrals(
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This is The Munsell Color Model(             
The center has a value scale with a Color Wheel radiating out from its Neutral or De-Saturated center
Each Color may possess both a Value and a Saturation, also called Intensity
The farther a color is removed from its Neutral, the more Saturated or Intense it becomes
The higher or lower we place The Color Wheel on the Value Scale, the lighter or darker each color becomes

Additionally, each color may possess Neutrals (note how RED becomes more neutral as it steps toward the center)
· Hue: literally how a color's position from white is described, or the “name of the color”, we might say, “That’s a mid value, Highly Saturated RED”  

· Saturation: how "intense" or "concentrated" a color is; also known as chroma or purity.  A good way to adjust a color’s saturation is to add small amounts of the color’s COMPLEMENT (the color opposite on the color wheel).   

· Value: how light or dark a color is. 

· Tint: a color made lighter by adding white

· Shade: a color made darker by adding black
